THE ROLE

developmental. You will be involved in teaching the fundamentals of a single, or range of arts
activities, enabling young people to explore their creativity and grow their skills. For this role
specifically we are looking for someone to lead on the setting up and championing of our new
Maker Zone space. Ideally, you will have experience delivering workshops on one or more of
the following:

» customising clothes, delivering STEM workshops, crafting
